North Platte Internet User’s Agreement

 	The user and his/her parents (s) or guardian (s) are warned that North Platte School District does not have control of the information on the Internet. Sites accessible via the Internet may contain material that is illegal, defamatory, inaccurate or potentially offensive to some people.  Precautions the school has taken to prevent accessing objectionable material include blocking software and teacher supervision. While North Platte's intent is to make Internet access available to further its educational goals and objectives, account holders will have the ability to access other materials as well.  The purpose of this agreement is to prevent students from willfully accessing objectionable material and list the consequences if the contract is ignored.
  	North Platte believes that the benefits to educators and students from access to the Internet, in the form of information resources and opportunities for collaboration, far exceeds any disadvantages of access.  But ultimately, parent(s) and guardian(s) of minors are responsible for setting and conveying the standards that the child or ward should follow.  

	Internet access is available to students and teachers in the North Platte HS and JH.  (Teachers at the elementary and intermediate buildings also have limited DSL access.)   The HS/JH access is being offered as a joint effort with MOREnet (Missouri Research and Educational network) and North Platte R-1.  We are very pleased to bring this access to North Platte and believe the Internet offers vast, diverse and unique resources to both students and teachers.  Our goal in providing this service is to promote educational excellence in the North Platte Schools by facilitating resource sharing, innovation and communications.
	The Internet is an electronic highway connecting thousands of computers all over the world and millions of individual subscribers. With access to computers and people all over the world also comes the availability of material that has no educational value.  On a global network it is impossible to control all materials and an industrious user may discover controversial information. 
	Internet access is coordinated through a complex association of government agencies, and regional and state networks.  In addition, the smooth operation of the network relies upon the proper conduct of the end users who must adhere to strict guidelines.  In general this requires efficient, ethical and legal utilization of the network resources.  If a (NP R-1) user violates any of these provisions, his or her account will be terminated and future access could be/will be denied.  

Warning:  Any assignments the student is unable to complete due to loss of this privilege could result in failing a class or assignments.  It is not the teacher’s responsibility to provide alternate assignments for any student who loses his/her Internet access by willfully breaking or ignoring this agreement.  
	
Internet - Terms and Conditions
1)  Acceptable Use - The purpose of MOREnet, which is our backbone network to the Internet, is to support research and education in and among academic institutions in Missouri by providing access to unique resources and the opportunity for collaborative work.  The attached MOREnet AUP provides the basis for NP’s contract.  If the school doesn’t enforce MOREnet’s AUP the school could lose its Internet access.


2)  Privileges - The use of the Internet is a privilege, not a right, and inappropriate use will result in a cancellation of those privileges. (Each student who receives an account will be part of a discussion with a faculty member pertaining to the proper use of the network.) The system administrators will deem what is inappropriate use and the decision is final.  Also, the system administrators may deny, revoke, or suspend an account at any time as required by the administration, faculty, or staff.

Inappropriate use of school resources includes social networking sites (Facebook, MySpace, etc), game and gaming sites, and student email or IMs.  These are not allowed as they can slow the network down, are not educational and have no place in an educational setting.

3) Netiquette - You are expected to abide by the generally accepted rules
 of network etiquette.  Forbidden activities include, but are not limited to, the following:
a) Using the network in any way to disrupt the use of the network by other users.
b) Illegal activities of any kind.
c) Revealing personal information (address, phone numbers, etc.) either of yourself or others
f) All communications and information accessible via the network should be assumed to be copyrighted and not copied for personal use.

4)  NP R-1 makes no warranties of any kind, whether expressed or implied, for the service it is providing.  NP R-1 will not be responsible for any damages suffered.  This includes loss of data resulting from delays, nondeliveries, misdeliveries, or service interruptions caused by its own negligence or user errors or omissions.  Use of any information obtained via the Internet is at your own risk. NP R-1 specifically denies any responsibility for the accuracy or quality of information obtained through its services.

5) Security - Security on any computer system is a high priority.  If you feel you can identify a security problem, notify a teacher or system administrator.  Do not demonstrate the problem to other users.  Do not use another individual's account without written permission from that individual.  This will cause the loss of your account and perhaps the other person’s also.  Written permission is to be approved by, and on file, in the system administrator’s office. 

Attempts to login as a system administrator or use the administration software will result in cancellation of user privileges.  No personal hardware is to be on the network.  The district is responsible for the integrity of the information on the school network and insures this by keeping all personal hardware and software off the network.  Any user identified as a security risk or having a history of problems with other computer systems may be denied access to the Internet and/or the school network.

  6) Vandalism - Vandalism will result in cancellation of privileges. Vandalism is defined as any malicious attempt to harm, destroy or make inoperable any hardware, user  data, Internet, or any of the agencies or networks that are connected to the MOREnet backbone.  This includes, but is not limited to, uploading or creating computer viruses.
